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MAYOR’S COLUMN

In early August, Riverdale Presbyterian Church repre-
sentatives (RPC) informed the council that they have
agreed to sell the RPC building and property to Word of
God Baptist Church, currently located at 1512 K Street
SE in Washington, DC. While discussions related to
details of the sale are still ongoing, RPC representatives
estimate that settlement of the sale will occur in early

2015.

On August 13, the Town recognized employees for their
years of service. Those honored this year were Treasurer
Dan Baden (20 years), Public Works Supervisor Law-
rence Bloomfield (20 years), Police Department Clerk
Josie Brown (5 years) and Public Works Employee Victor
Umanzor (5 years). At his retirement earlier this year, the

Town recognized Public Works Employee Donald

Edwards for 20 years of service. Our town is fortunate to
have employees who have served many years. One police
officer and five public works employees have been with
the Town for more than 20 years, some in public works

for more than 40 years.

County planners have been busy updating two transit
district plans near University Park that will guide future
development; both merit community attention. The plan
for the College Park-Riverdale Park Transit District and
Transit District Overlay Zone was approved by the plan-
ning board on July 17. Next, it goes to the District Coun-
cil (the County Council sitting in its land use capacity),
which will hold a public hearing on the plan Thursday,
September 16 at 7 PM in the Council Hearing Room in

I congratulate Linda Verrill on her August 12 election to
fill the vacant Ward 4 council seat. At summers’ end
council is already heavily engaged in addressing several
concerns in our community and I welcome her to the
work.

I hope you are following the Prince George's County
Library System’s process to design a new Hyattsville
Branch Library on its current site. If you haven't visited
that branch of the library system in the past year, I en-
courage you to do so. My visits there have found it al-
ways busy with industrious readers and computer users.
While the Town itself has not taken a position on several
concerns about the library design, including whether the
library building should be renovated or built anew, the
council last year described the library as a vital and much
-used resource in our community and asked that commu-
nity input be more actively solicited and considered be-
fore making such decisions. The library system has since
scheduled three community meetings where residents
could meet the contract architects and share with them
the functions and features they would like to see in the
new library. The final community meeting remains; it
will be held on Tuesday, September 16, 7-9 PM at the
Hyattsville Branch Library, 6530 Adelphi Road, conven-
iently across from University Park. I encourage you to
show up, listen, and speak up or email the library system.

Welcome back. The UPPD hopes you had a safe and
restful summer break. Vacations are a wonderful oppor-
tunity to unwind, relax and enjoy family time. With the
end of summer and school back in session, traffic in-
creases significantly in and around University Park. Add
school buses, delivery vehicles, residents back from vaca-
tion and the University of Maryland in full session and
the traffic picture begins to unfold into quite a chaotic
scene. Drive slowly. Watch for pedestrians, cyclists,
strollers, seniors, children and dog walkers. If you're only
commuting through, choose a route that avoids the ele-
mentary school area in the morning. Please watch your
speed.

Inattentive driving is a significant contributor to vehicu-
lar accidents. Distractions created by radios, cell phones
and passengers make driving a tremendous challenge.
Arriving safely is much more important than not being
late. Cell phone use and texting are dangerous and ille-
gal. Citations will be issued for observed offenses. In the
average time it takes to text or dial or use your phone
while driving, your vehicle will have travelled the length
of a football field. Would you close your eyes while driv-
ing that distance? It’s the same.

= Pedestrian safety enforce-
ment will continue during
the school year in the
neighborhood and sur
rounding areas. Officers
will also be monitoring
school bus stops through-
out the neighborhood to
be on the lookout for
speeding vehicles, traffic
sign violations and inatten-
tive driving.

Noise in the Neighborhood

Increased noise in our community is a concern for many

residents. The fact that you
b . i

can’t see it and you can’t

much attention as air or

| water pollution. For some,
| the persistent and escalat-

ing layers of sound in Uni-
versity Park are often an annoyance. High noise levels
can have major consequences, primarily to one’s overall

health.

Aircraft, sirens and vehicle traffic that surround our
town are beyond our control, but the machines that we
use in our daily lives are not. The main offenders are
portable generators, leaf blowers, chain saws, vehicle
backup beepers, weed whackers and commercial lawn
mowers. I'm sure residents can add others.

Sound is unwanted when it interferes with normal activi-
ties like sleeping and conversation, or disrupts or dimin-
ishes one’s quality of life. Our older residents should be
able to sleep in comfortably before the noise escalates. I
read that there are direct links between noise and health.
Problems related to noise include stress-related illnesses,
high blood pressure, speech interference, hearing loss
and sleep disruption.

The Town does have an Ordinance restricting noise
(excerpted below) that can be downloaded from the
website at http://www.upmd.org/?
t=ce_docs&mode=dialog&id=3. The town council may

need to revisit the noise ordinance by narrowing the
time of property maintenance and limiting the decibel
level, especially during the weekend so residents can en-
joy their backyards and our beautiful town.

Section 7-104. Noise.

(a) Restrictions. Except for the purpose of necessary
property maintenance during the hours of 7:00 a.m. to
8:00 p.m. from Monday through Friday, and 8:00 a.m.

to 5:00 p.m. on Saturday and Sunday, it shall be unlaw-
ful:

1. For any owner or occupant of real property located
within the Town, or any guest of such person, to make
or generate, or continue to make or generate, or allow to
be made or generated, any loud or raucous sound so as
to cause unreasonable annoyances or disturbances to
others living or located nearby. No owner or occupant of
real property located in the Town, nor any guest of such
person, shall use, operate, or permit to be played, used
or operated and radio receiving set, musical instrument,
phonograph, or other machine or device for the produc-
ing or reproducing of sound in such manner as to dis-
turb the peace, quiet and comfort of the neighboring
inhabitants or at any time with louder volume than is
necessary for convenient hearing for the person or per-
sons using such machine or device or who are voluntary
listeners thereto. The generation of loud or raucous
sound, or operation of any such machine or device, in
such manner as to be plainly audible beyond the proper-
ty line of the property from which the sound is generated
shall be prima facie evidence of a violation of this Sec-
tion.
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Our Trees are Valuable
Some money does grow on trees.

Those of us fortunate to live beneath the big trees of
University Park enjoy ambient air temperatures 5-10 de-
grees cooler than less shady municipalities. There’s a
noticeable difference felt when entering our streets from
our boundary roads.

The hot temperatures of July and
August will persist well into Sep-
tember and beyond. By the time
the leaves drop for the winter, a
single big tree might have saved us
10% on our energy bill. In winter-
time a different tree might reduce
. our heating costs. Trees help re-
duce our cooling and heating costs
almost as effectively as other energy
saving measures such as insulation
and energy-efficient windows. Loca-

tion and species are two critical variables in our energy
savings equations.

We should strive to block sun during the summer and
the wind during the winter. Three large shade trees, if
positioned correctly, can reduce air conditioning costs
up to 30%. The best trees for blocking the sun are decid-
uous-the same sun they block in the summer will enter
our homes during the winter. These are best sited south
and west of our houses. If possible, also strive to shade
all hard surfaces, such as driveways, sidewalks, etc. This
reduces heat sink effect while promoting health of un-
derstory plants.

We can also realize 30% savings on our heating bills
when evergreen trees are planted on the north side of
our houses, to block winter winds. Avoid planting on
the south or west - that will prevent sunlight from help-
ing to warm the house. To maximize your savings, con-
sider seeking professional assistance to assess your plant-
ings and guide selection of appropriate species and place-
ment. Take care of your trees and they’ll take care of
you.

Mayor Tabori thanked everyone for the support he
received during his term. He especially thanked his staff
and said that in all his years of working, this particular
staff is by far the best that he had ever worked with. He
stressed that he would never have gotten through the
eight years without the support of his family and the
community.

Mr. Clarence Stukes, Chief of Supporting Services for
PG County Public Schools, and his colleagues gave a
presentation of their plans of maintaining the safety and
security of the students and staff of the schools in the
county.

¢ Hideous, potentially dangerous and likely extremely
expensive.

¢ Looks like a prison yard or a refugee camp.

¢ May get trapped inside during an emergency.

e Will bring the wrong message; the children will feel
they now have a reason to fear.

¢ Brings a feeling of being trapped.

* Being trapped by the fence during a flood.

¢ Galvanized link fence is not attractive.

Motion to table the motion. Motion fails 4 to 3 (Carey,
Cron, Alvarez approve; Brosch, Gekas, Christiansen and
Mayor Tabori oppose).

July 7 Council Meeting Highlights
Present were Mayor Carey; Council Members Thomp-
son, Hess, Cron, Alvarez. Excused: Gekas, Sorensen.
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Public Comment

Mr. Brosch, Tuckerman Street said that due to the time
constraint at the previous meeting he was not able to
give a final farewell as his council term ended. He asked
for a few minutes to tell a story of a neighbor, Mr. John
Carey, who helped a neighbor remove a tree from his
yard at no charge. Mr. Brosch also recited a short poem
by Garrison Keillor, called Sometimes. He recommend-
ed that there be some sort of public recognition for
those who help their fellow neighbors.

Presentation

Mr. Larry Taub, Esq. of O'Malley, Miles, Nylen & Gil-
more, and Mr. Mark Regulinski of Skidmore, Owings,
Merrill, along with the Project Engineer and the land-
scape architect presented an update on the Cafritz devel-
opment project. The following are the two changes to
the project:

Gateway Park (the landscape buffer along Baltimore Avenue
facing University Park) The area will now be a sculptured
formal bioretention garden with steel catwalks which
will allow the water to flow through and plants to grow
underneath.

CSX Bridge Crossing A trellis platform has been incorpo-
rated into the design of the bridge in order to keep the
bridge as low as possible.

CM Cron: How elevated will the walkway be? About eight-
een inches. Will that not be a liability issue if there are no
railings? Code says it has to be thirty inches before you need a
guardrail. The plants will be thirty inches tall and there will be
a visible curb.

CM Thompson: Are there still going to be the sitting
areas and the bike lanes on the bridge! Yes there are bike
lanes and sidewalks. The original plan was to have a raised
park where the trellis will be. Unfortunately, the budget would
not allow for a park.

CM Cron: What materials will be used? Precast concrete.
CM Alvarez: Explain the entrance at Van Buren. A pedes-
trian island that is handicap accessible will be added to break
up the travel distance between the development and University
Park. A barrier island will be placed on Baltimore Avenue to
prevent traffic from crossing directly from University Park to
the development.

CM Thompson: Is there any projected difference in the
safety of the different alignments for pedestrians within
the Gateway Park! The hedges will be three feet high and

there will be a line of lights along the walkway as well as the

street lights on Baltimore Avenue.

Mayor Carey: What is the status of the intersection at
Van Buren and Baltimore Avenue with the State High-
way Administration! Van Buren and Woodberry intersec-
tions were approved as an amendment to the temporary access
permit. There is an outstanding issue related to storm water,
which needs to be resolved before receiving the permanent ac-
cess permit. Any prognosis as to when that may be? Expect-
ing comments on July 14. Will all of the trees currently
standing be saved? Additional trees will be removed as the
project continues. The only trees that will be saved are the ones
that were flagged. What is the time frame of when the
trees will be removed? Sometime between now and Thanks-
giving Gateway Park will be cleared, graded and planted.
Public Works Director Mickey Beall: What is the
storm water issue! The water retention design at Wells Run
that was approved by the county was not approved by the state.
Mr. Beall encouraged the council to contact the project
manager, Mr. Bailey, for the State of Maryland to discuss
the damaged storm water structures on Tuckerman and
Wells Parkway along Route 1 due to the re-pavement of
Route 1.

Jayson Amster, Pineway: Did the storm water drainage
have anything to do with the flooding that went on in
Riverdale Park during this last rainstorm? No. Who will
maintain the gardens! Riverdale Park Station Commercial
Association. Has the grading permit been granted? Yes.
When was that granted? Early April.

CM Cron: As far as the maintenance is concerned, will
that be the responsibility of the tenants? Yes.

Town Attorney Ferguson: With the change in the land-
scaping plan, was this done at a staff level? Yes, this has
been approved.

Motion to approve the request for a special exception
to construct a retaining wall on concrete driveway; the
town requires that the retaining wall be certified by a
professional engineer or registered land surveyor, that
positive drainage is to the street and that no drainage is
directed towards neighboring properties.

Neighborhood Stabilization Overlay Zones is not manda-
tory; have to ask to be imposed in a municipality.

* Applies only to communities within a two-mile radius
of an Institute of Higher Education.

¢ UP currently does not have an issue, yet this could be a
useful tool if needed.

* Concern for those who want to live in a nice neighbor-
hood yet cannot afford to purchase a home.

¢ Zoning laws would not allow UP to set up their own

rental guidelines limiting the amount of rental licenses.

* Underground rentals could be a concern.

* Statistics would be helpful to see if this tool actually
works.

¢ This tool will not be debated if no one supports it.

* More details are needed.

The presentation given
can be found on the library website and the architects
encouraged residents to go to the website and express
their comments. Other topics of discussion at the meet-
ing were: TDDP and the possibility of building the recre-
ation center at the same time. There will be two addi-
tional meetings in August and September. Ms. Christian-
sen thanked the town for picking up the trash on the
wooded property between 44™ Ave. and Route 1. She
strongly encouraged that the town write into Code re-
quiring permits for artificial turf.

Mayor Carey introduced Sophie Jin, Coordinator for the
Asian Tiger Mosquito Program (Take Back Our Yards).
Ms. Jin has visited sixty-one homes and has found mos-
quitoes breeding in approximately one third of these
homes; some of these have a significant amount of mos-
quitoes breeding. She has distributed fliers to 40 percent
of the neighborhood, which instructs how to sign up for
a home inspection as well as how to get rid of mosqui-
toes.

To consider the request for a Special Exception and
Building Permit to construct a retaining wall on concrete
driveway, for a property located at 6909 Oakridge Road,
with the requisite findings to approve this Special Excep-
tion per Section 4-115 Sub-sections A-E of the Town
Code. Council should consider the following condi-
tions:

Provide certifications by a licensed Professional Engineer
or registered Land Surveyor that positive drainage is
entirely to the street and no drainage directed to-
wards neighboring properties.

Provide certifications by a licensed Professional Engineer

or registered Land Surveyor that the retaining wall
has been constructed entirely on your property and
does not physically cross the property line onto the
neighboring property.

Provide certifications by a licensed Professional Engineer
or registered Land Surveyor that the retaining wall is
“constructed of approved materials within the allow-
able stresses of acceptable engineering practices” and
“designed to resist the pressure of the retained mate-
rial, including both dead and live load surcharges, to
which they may be subjected, and to ensure stability
against overturning, sliding, excessive foundation
pressure, and water uplift” as required by Section 4-
110 of Town Code.

Any further work must be brought to the town through
the permit process.

Section 4-115. Special Exceptions.

The Common Council may consider an application for

a special exception based upon a particular case or situa-

tion, and may approve the application provided that

there is a showing of hardship, unique topography, unu-

sual circumstances or safety considerations that warrant

an exception. Special exceptions shall be granted by the

council only if it finds that such exception:
